Following on from the success & repeated praises from
yacht owners & various media tests and reviews from
Europe, Canada, Asia, USA & even right here
Downunder, the Endurance series of luxury yachts are
rapidly setting the new benchmark in modern classic
motor yachts.

To recap the Endurance difference I'd best give a short
insight to what's behind Mr Jeff Chen owner & CEO of
Hampton Yachts. Now Jeff isn't your usual boat builder
building classic inspired yachts. In his mid 40's his
pedigree runs deep into the boat building industry
with his father owning the “Formosa Yachts” yard in
Taiwan. Jeffin his 20's moved to the USA where he has
adopted the western world's experience whilst obtain-
ing two university degrees from the renowned
Stamford University. Around a decade ago he moved
his operation from the shores of Taiwan to Shanghai
China with one goal in mind & that was to better his
fellow countrymen & ensure his Hampton Yachts brand
is at the forefront of the semi-custom yacht manufac-
turing industry.

Jeff also has a significant involvement in the Shanghai
construction industry with some 1500 condominiums
under construction at a value of over $200,000 USD
each, involvement in high end restaurants as well as
undertaking construction of a new 60 acre shipyard on
the ocean about an hour out of Shanghai China. On a
recent trip with one of our engineers & a client | asked
Jeff why he was so determined in the boatbuilding
field as it surely can't be as profitable as his construc-
tion ventures. He promptly responded to me “Passion, |
simply have a passionate affection with building luxury
yachts”. It dawned on me at this point that sitting
round the teppanyaki table were six guys from several
different walks of life all sporting the same passion for
boating.

It's this passion that has seen the birth of a new
direction in the Endurance Series.

Following on from the arrival & extensive interest or the
650 version that resulted in a prompt sale we have had
our team of engineers research many aspects of what
makes an “Aussie” boater different to our European &
American counterparts.

There are several key differences & preferences we have
here in the South Pacific such as:

- Aesthetically pleasing lines, in short nobody likes an
ugly looking boat

- Range for long range cruising & suitable fuel load
when you're there,

- Have the ability to achieve an economical 10-11kn
cruise which is usually the WOT speed of most displace-
ment yachts but still be able to sprint to 18kn+ to avoid
inclement weather.

= Usability, numerous locations for lounging, dining or
simply chill out on your own.

« Stately accommodation with proper king sized bed &
room to move. A layout that is as diverse as it is simple
- Storage for the loads of equipment that we all seem to
acquire on a vessel

- Technology by way of utilizing the latest in equipment
& components to make time onboard more enjoyable
& ultimately safer for all

» Redundancy must have as many redundancy systems
in place to ensure the trip is always enjoyable.

With these few key points in mind there have been
numerous changes to the new series that will be
known as the ENDURANCE 680+7 which is in short a
68ft Pilothouse motor yacht with a Yacht-fisher cockpit
totaling 75ft LOA. The 680+7 is the 650 version with an
additional 3ft in the mould amidships which has seen
the addition of two extra long range fuel tanks giving
this behemoth a total fuel payload of just under
11,000ltrs.

The yacht fisher cockpit is no afterthought though.
